re: tips to help with writing/handwriting for left-handed children
The parents of a left-handed child should sit on the left side of him/her so they can guide the child's hand using the parent's dominant hand (right).  

Also, a left handed person crosses the midline, when doing things such as crossing a “t” (horizontally) from right to left (this is normal for a lefty).  
Make sure the left handed child slants their paper toward the right to promote correct wrist and hand positioning.
